     En el evangelio de hoy, Jesús proclama las palabras que han 
consolado a millones de personas a través del tiempo: "Yo soy el 
buen pastor". La familiar historia bíblica del buen pastor de 
hace más de dos mil años tiene un desafío moderno. 
     Hoy la historia del evangelio agrega una nueva dimensión, 
un toque íntimo. Jesús dice: "Yo soy el buen pastor, conozco 
a mis ovejas y ellas me conocen a mí." Hay una relación es-
trecha allí. Él nos conoce ða ti y a mið por nombre. Especial-
mente en nuestra era electrónica cada vez más grande y 
acelerada, eso es muy significativo. Jesús nos dice que el amor 
entre él y sus seguidores se basa en la confianza total. Al poner nuestra 
confianza en él, aprendemos a reconocer nuestra verdadera dignidad 
como hijos e hijas de Dios, la dignidad que nos lleva a crecer a la madu-
rez de las hijas e  hijos de Dios. 
     La invitación para nosotros este fin de semana es confiar en Dios y re-
conectar con él y con nuestras hermans y hermanos, independiente-
mente de quiénes somos, pero confiados en que somos hijas e hijos de 
un Dios amoroso. 

     In today's gospel Jesus proclaims the words that have 
comforted millions of people throughout the ages:  "I am 

the good shepherd." The  familiar two-thousand-year-
old good shepherd gospel story has a distinctively 
modern challenge.  
     Today the gospel story adds a new dimension, an 
intimate touch.  Jesus says:  "I am the good shepherd, 

and I know mine and mine know me." There is a rela-
tionship there. He knows us ð you and Ið by name. 

Especially in our ever-increasing, fast-paced electronic 
age, that is very significant.  Jesus is telling us that the love be-
tween himself and his followers is based upon complete trust. As 
we place our trust in him we learn our true dignity as sons and 
daughters of God, the dignity that enables us to grow to the ma-
turity of the children of God. 
     The invitation for us this weekend is to trust in God and recon-
nect with him and with our sisters and brothers regardless of who 
we are, yet confident that we are all children of a loving God.
